These are for students wishing to learn from scratch or those wanting to develop existing language skills. Any adult may enlist on his/her choice of study.
Tailored to meet the students own special personal needs the lessons are based upon general language tuition that focuses on speaking practice, listening skills, pronunciation, fluency, accent, intonations, cultural nuances, grammar and vocabulary building.

2.  Online Skype Lessons

To receive this you will have to book over 30 hours in advance. You can take advantage of the out-of-lesson service (phone calls, e-mail’s online correspondence).
